Each program and all 

our staff and volunteers come from your churches and 

others just around the corner. If you are familiar with 

the Brigade program in your church, you will find many 

of those same young men and adult leaders as staff and 

counselors at H.W.B.C. 

      Our girls Camp Wildflowers program has grown 

out of our own HWBC camper families and friends. 

And now it continues to blossom by including campers

All camp programs include hiking, swimming, 

archery, marksmanship, slingshot, crafts, canoeing, 

cookouts, and a Lo-ropes adventure course. The 

adventure continues as campers traverse a cable bridge 

to the Zip-line platform ready for a thrilling ride 

through the treetops! Our staff uses Godôs created 

environment to have some great un-plugged fun, but 

also as an outdoor classroom to teach reliance on God, 

camping and leadership skills, highlighting the practical 

truths of Godôs Word and capturing the need for 

resourceful use of Godôs gifts to us. 

Each day begins with a time for Bible Exploration and 

concludes with lively singing, skits, and a devotional 

message around a blazing campfire. Our staff-to-

camper ratio of 3 staff for every 6 campers insures that 

your children are always under the supervision of our 

trained staff in a secure environment. The camp is 

located adjacent to the George Washington National 

Forest, with access to the towering Rock Gardens. The 

area is teeming with wildlife in a rustic, natural setting.  

A main lodge, large group meeting/ game room, rustic 

cabins, modern bathhouse, fully equipped kitchen/ 

dining hall, and first-aid room are all utilized to meet 

camper needs.
